When we w ant to sa y that someone is really pleased with something we sa y that their 
face lights up . It can happen when a child opens his or her Christmas presents, when 
we meet someone we ha venÕt seen somebody is especially kind to us. Our face lights 
up , just lik e JesusÕ did on the mountain when he w as tr ansfigured. 
  
Jesus w as talking with Moses and Elijah about how he had to die in Jerusalem. Not a 
particularly happ y topic. In fact, heÕd just told his disciples that they too would ha ve to 
die lik e him. So it Õs surprising that in such sombre circumstances the T ransfigur ation 
should tak e place at all. 
  
The Transfigur ation is a boost to the disciplesÕ faith, a buffer in the midst of harsh 
realit y, a reassur ance ev en to Jesus. God breaks through and lets his glory be seen. 
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Although the disciples are facing tough times they nev ertheless are giv en the chance to 
see bey ond, to glimpse the real meaning of their liv es. 
  
God hasnÕt stopped breaking through the clouds of doom that surround us in our daily 
liv es. There are times when we are privileged, lik e the three apostles, to catch a 
glimpse of the gr andeur of God. They happen unexpectedly and we are caught una ware 
but that doesnÕ t stop them from being real and tangible. It can be the lyrics of a song, a 
passage from scripture, the smile on another personÕ s lips, the sentiments of a pr ayer, 
the magnificence of a mountain, a sunrise or sunset, the dedication of a carer or the 
struggle of people attempting to ek e out an existence in unbear able conditions.

P eter , James and John fell asleep and had to w ake up 
in order to experience that T ransfigur ation. Lent is our season for sta ying a wake so that  
we ma y miss nothing of what God is trying to get through to us. So when are y ou 
expecting y our next T ransfigur ation?
