GAY GOOD NEWS B New Hampshire Civil Union Bill Signed

CONCORD - New Hampshire became the fourth state to legalize civil unions yesterday,
as Gov. John Lynch signed legislation into law saying it was in keeping with the state's
anti-discrimination tradition.

As more than 100 supporters gathered in the Executive Council chambers of the State
House for the ceremony, Lynch portrayed the new law as a natural progression of the
state's traditional values.

He called civil unions "the New Hampshire way" and the law a way to further "the
strengthening of New Hampshire families.

Jack is a longtime supporter and friend of ChristianGays.com. He’s led an interesting
life as a gay man trying to serve within the Roman Catholic Church.

He'd like to invite you to read his thoughts and writings on politics and life in Australia.
Excerpt:

My life had always been more than a little difficult...it had been downright traumatic.
Having survived sixteen years of childhood abuse at the hands of my mother, in the
suburban gulag that was her version of a good, big, Catholic, alcoholic, abusive family, I
fled into the equally abusive hands of holy mother Church. After eight years of
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seminary training, the first four at St Columba’s College, Springwood in the Blue
Mountains, the final four at St Patrick’s Theological College at Manly, ‘seven miles from
Sydney and a thousand miles from care’, I found myself, an ordained Deacon, only
months away from being finally ordained a Priest.

But all my bad karma had decided to coalesce into the person of Edward Clancy, the
then head of the Theology Faculty at Saint Patrick’s, and later on, Cardinal Archbishop
in charge of Sydney Archdiocese. Back in 1973, Clancy ordered me to undergo a
terrible and cruel course of electric-shock treatment, which “experimental” ordeal he
trumpeted as a “cure” for my homosexuality. If I failed to complete the prescribed ten
days, he’d ban me from proceeding to final ordination as a Priest.

After three days of this electric-shock torture, I gave up: “If this is what the damn
Church requires just for me to become a Priest, then damn the Church!”

Heavenly Father, remind us each day that, of all the gifts you give us, the greatest gift
is love. It is not enough to share that love with those we hold dear. Open our hearts
not to just those who are close to us, but to all humanity. Let us be slow to judge and
quick to forgive, show patience, empathy and love.
