BOY SCOUT’S RENT HIKED $199,999 FOR GAY BAN

Philadelphia says it can't legally offer reduced rent to discriminatory group

The city has decided that the Boy Scouts chapter here must pay fair-market rent of
$200,000 a year for its city-owned headquarters because it refuses to permit gay
Scouts.

The organization’s Cradle of Liberty Council, which currently pays $1 a year in rent,
must pay the increased amount to remain in its downtown building past May 31,
Fairmount Park Commission president Robert N.C. Nix said Wednesday.

City officials say they cannot legally rent taxpayer-owned property for a nominal sum to
a private organization that discriminates. The city owns the land and the Beaux Arts
building constructed by the Scouts in 1928.

J. K. Rowling, author of the worldwide best-selling Harry Potter series, met some of her
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American fans Friday night and provided some surprising revelations about the fictional
characters who a generation of children have come to regard as close friends.

In front of a full house of hardcore Potter fans at Carnegie Hall in New York, Rowling,
sitting on the stage on a red velvet and carved wood throne, read from her seventh and
final book, "Harry Potter and the Deathly Hallows," then took questions. One fan asked
whether Albus Dumbledore, the head of the famed Hogwarts School of Wizardry and
Witchcraft, had ever loved anyone. Rowling smiled. "Dumbledore is gay, actually,"
replied Rowling as the audience erupted in surprise. She added that, in her mind,
Dumbledore had an unrequited love affair with Gellert Grindelwald, Voldemort's
predecessor who appears in the seventh book. After several minutes of prolonged
shouting and clapping from astonished fans, Rowling added. "I would have told you
earlier if I knew it would make you so happy."

THE MAKING OF A GAY WORM

Excerpt:

CHICAGO — Altering a gene in the brain of female worms changed their sexual
orientation, U.S. researchers said on Thursday, making female worms attracted to other
females.

The study reinforces the notion that sexual orientation is hard-wired in the brain, said
Erik Jorgensen, scientific director of the Brain Institute at the University of Utah.

"They look like girls, but act and think like boys," Utah researcher Jamie White, who
worked on the study published in the journal Current Biology, said in a statement.

Researchers in Dr. Jorgensen's lab switched on a gene in female worms that makes the
body develop male structures, but they only activated the gene in the brain.

As a result, the female worms still had female bodies, but they behaved like males.

"It suggests sexual behaviour is encoded in our genes" and not caused by extra nerve
cells specific to males or females, Dr. Jorgensen said in a telephone interview.

HOMOPHOBIA TURNS YOUNG PEOPLE OFF CHRISTIANITY

Research into the declining respect for Christianity among young people has identified
religious hostility to LGBT people as a major factor.

An investigation by The Barna Group, an evangelical market research company, into the
attitudes of Americans aged 16 to 29, makes grim reading for religious leaders.

91% of young non-Christians and 80% of young churchgoers said "anti-homosexual"
describes Christianity.

Further research found that both groups said that Christians "show excessive contempt
and unloving attitudes towards gays and lesbians."

Young Christians told researchers that the church has made homosexuality a "bigger
sin" than anything else and not helped them apply the biblical teaching on
homosexuality to their friendships with gays and lesbians.

For evangelical Christians, their hardline attitude toward gay people in recent decades
has severely tarnished their image. The Barna Group reports:

"3% of 16 to 29-year-old non-Christians express favourable views of evangelicals. This
means that today's young non-Christians are eight times less likely to experience
positive associations toward evangelicals than were non-Christians of the Boomer
generation (25%)."

75% of young non-Christians thought that present-day Christians are too involved in
politics - half of young Christians agreed.

David Kinnaman, a 12-year-veteran of the Barna team, commented:

"Going into this three-year project, I assumed that people's perceptions were generally
soft, based on misinformation, and would gradually morph into more traditional views.

"But then, as we probed why young people had come to such conclusions, I was
surprised how much their perceptions were rooted in specific stories and personal
interactions with Christians and in churches.

"When they labelled Christians as judgmental this was not merely spiritual
defensiveness.

"It was frequently the result of truly 'unChristian' experiences. We discovered that the
descriptions that young people offered of Christianity were more thoughtful, nuanced,
and experiential than expected."

The Barna research was highlighted in a comment piece on Christian website
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Ekklesia.co.uk by commentator Tim Nafziger, who said it raised profound questions for
churches.

"A whopping 80% of non-Christians surveyed had spent at least six months attending
church," he wrote.

"These are not casual cynics, jaded by the media. They are people who have tried
Christianity and found it wanting. In other words, all of us Christians are responsible.

"We can't just point our fingers at some other part of the church or secular society.
Where have we failed to model the radical hospitality of Jesus?"

GLBTIQ SYMBOLS
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BISEXUAL DOUBLE OR OVERLAPPING TRIANGLE

This symbol represents bisexuality and bi pride. The exact origin of this symbol,
sometimes facetiously referred to as the "biangles"”, remains ambiguous. It is popularly
thought that the pink triangle may represent homosexuality, as it does when it stands
alone, while the blue stands for heterosexuality. The two together form the color
lavender, a blend of both sexual orientations and a color that has been associated with
homosexuality for almost a century.

It's also possible that the pink may represent attraction to females, the blue attraction
to males and lavender attraction to both.

TRANSGENDERED SYMBOL

Popular transgender symbols, used to identify transvestites, transsexuals, and other
transgender people, frequently consist of a modified biological symbol, originating from
a drawing by Holly Boswell.

In addition to the arrow projecting from the top right of the circle that comprises the
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biological symbol for the male (from the astrological symbol for Mars), and in addition
to the cross projecting from the bottom of the circle that comprises the biological
symbol for the female (from the astrological symbol for Venus), the symbol
incorporates both these devices as well as a cross topped by an arrowhead (combining
the male and the female motifs) which projects from the top left of the circle.
