DEVOTION - FOR HALLOWEEN 
 
Scripture 
 
Sing praises and give thanks to God, you saints. Psalm 30:4 
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A Word of Hope 
 
A few years ago I was in a store on Cedar Springs after Halloween night and wrote a 
check. I couldn't remember the date, so the clerk reminded me it was November 1. I 
said, “Oh yeah, today is All Saints Day.” He looked perplexed, so I explained that 
Halloween is actually All Hallows Eve, or the Eve of All Saints Day. Then the clerk said, 
“You mean the Church is taking over Halloween, too?” 
 
The real meaning of this holiday almost has been completely lost. All Saints Day is the 
time when we honor all of those who have gone before us, showing us the way we 
ought to live. We remember the contributions of those who made a difference in this 
world. 
 
The custom of dressing up in disguise comes from the Middle Ages. They superstitiously 
believed that the evil spirits of those who had died who were not saints would return to 
earth on All Hallows, or All Saints, Eve and take the marginally good people to 
purgatory or hell with them. People dressed in disguises so the ghosts wouldn't 
recognize them. 
 
On Sunday, we will honor those saints who have gone before us, while hoping that each 
of us will accept the challenge to be saints in our own way. You know, that is what the 
Bible calls you: saints. Most of us don't think of ourselves as saints, and most of us 
don't act very saintly. 
 
If you study the word “saint” you will discover that its princi¬pal meaning is simply 
“One who belongs to God.” How do people who belong to God act? 
 
There was this one fellow I heard about who went to the doctor with continuous 
headaches. The doctor began her examination of the patient by asking all of the usual 
preliminary questions: 
 
“Do you smoke?” “No,” said the fellow, “I think it is a nasty habit.” 
“Do you drink?” asked the doctor. “No” he said, “I am a strict teetotaler.” 
“Do you stay out late carousing?” “Of course not”, said the patient indignantly. 
“Tell me” said the doctor, “Does the pain go all the way around the top of your head?” 
“Yes, that's it exactly,” he said. “What is wrong with me?” “Oh, it's quite simple, really. 
It is just that your halo is on too tight.” 
 
That is a pretty accurate image of what we picture when we think of saints. The truth of 
the matter is that those women and men who I have known who deserved the title 
saint all wore halos that were just a little tilted. They were genuinely good people who 
struggled like the rest of us to get better, but they didn't wait until they were perfect 
before entering into a relationship with God. Real saints are ordinary people who gave 
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up pretending they were perfect and without fault and, instead, accepted the fact that 
God loved them and accepted them just the way they were.
